Monday August 7th -  Road removal
and excavation.

Tuesday August 8th -  Underground
Operation to connect the two digging
work areas.

Wednesday - Friday August 9th to
11th Continue work as needed to
complete. When work is complete,
Concrete will be placed immediately
after. The new concrete will take
approximately 24 to 36 hours to cure to
acceptable strength for road to be
opened by the end of Friday.

3rd Street and 5th Street intersections
will remain open. Use these to Detour
4th Street to access your property.
